San Mateo County Central Committee Elections

PURPOSE 

To inform Republicans in San Mateo County that elections will be held March 05, 2024,  during the Presidential 

Primary to elect members to the SMGOP.  Elected officials will be seated at the SMGOP Organizational meeting 

January 09, 2025.  (Terms of all current officers expire on January 09, 2025, when new officers are sworn in.) 

 

SMGOP STRUCTURE, 2025 

There are five districts.  The boundaries of each district coincide with county supervisorial boundaries.  See 

Supervisorial Districts | County of San Mateo, CA (smcgov.org).  The table below compares 2021 and 2025.

HOW TO FILE TO RUN FOR OFFICE 

Schedule an appointment Appointment booking (smcacre.org) with the County Elections Department.  Filing period 

opens September 29, 2023 and closes December 08, 2023.  Plan about one hour at 40 Tower Road, San Mateo.  

Phone number  is 650-312-5222.   

 

There are no costs or fees.  There are no ballot statements.  During the interview the following will be completed. 

1. Validate you are a registered Republican in San Mateo County. 

2. Complete paperwork to declare your candidacy.  Prior to your appointment understand the rules for your 

name and ballot designation.   

3. Get petitions for nomination.  (Biggest chore is getting 20 valid signature of registered Republicans that live in 

your district. After you file, the SMGOP will assist you to find  registered Republicans in your precinct.) 

4. Take an oath. 

 

VERIFY YOUR VOTER REGISTRATION 

Go to My Election Info | San Mateo County Assessor-County Clerk-Recorder & Elections - ACRE (smcacre.org) and 

enter your house number, zip code, and date of birth and click on “Look me up”.  It will show you your Party Affiliation 

and Precinct Number.  The first digit of your precinct number is your supervisorial district.  Click on the “+” sign and it 

will show your voting districts.
